Gooseberries
Pixwell Gooseberry:  A very productive plant with pale green fruit becoming pink when ripe.  Produces on two to three year old wood.  Few thorns. Self fruitful.
Site Selection:  Prefers a cool, moist, organic, well-drained soil.  Will tolerate light shade but must have good air circulation.
Fertilizer:  Young plants should receive 1-2 Tbls of ammonium nitrate in the spring.  Older plants should receive 3-4 Tbls of high nitrogen fertilizer in spring.
Pruning:   Prune in late winter-early spring before the plants leaf out.  Remove broken or damaged branches.  As currants mature they should have eight to ten bearing canes and four to six new shoots each year. 

Mulch:  Mulch will help in controlling weeds, retain moisture and add organic matter to the soil as the mulch breaks down.

Pest Control:  Pests are usually kept under control by natural predators.  Insecticidal soap helps to control pests.  A dormant oil spray is also effective in smothering over-wintering insects.
