Grapes
Cultivars:
1) Seedless (use for table grapes)
2) Seeded (excellent for juice, jams and jellies)

Planting:
1) Can be trained to grow in any heavy trellis, arbor, fence, etc.
2) When possible: long, straight, north-south rows made of posts and wire are ideal  (plants 7-10’ apart, rows 8’ apart)

Site and Soil:
1) When selecting a site, consider space requirements (this will vary with the type of support system used)
2) Grow best in sandy or gravelly loam soils, but they will grow in all but the rockiest or heaviest clay soils (need good drainage)

3) Full sun, hot location, but not next to buildings because it keeps vines too warm in Fall

Pruning: 

1) 80% of vine pruned yearly in early April

2) Keep new fruiting canes close to the trunk and prune all excess new canes and all old fruiting canes

3) Several books containing detailed training and pruning information are available at Ivy Trails Garden Center
4) Detailed training and pruning information is also available at the Brown County Extension Office

Fertilizer:

1) Prepare ahead, manure or 10-10-10 at 20#/1,000 sq. ft.
2) First year ¼# per vine lawn fertilizer in May
3) Second year ½#  lawn fertilizer

4) Third year 1# 10-10-10

5) Fourth year 2# 10-10-10 or manure

Watering: 

1) One inch per week

2) Stop watering Sept. 1st so grapes can ripen and harden off for Winter
