 Raspberries
Cultivars:
    1) Summer bearing produces in July
    2) Fall bearing produces in August and September 
Planting:
1) Hedgerow system (most common and productive)

A) Keep rows narrow, 18” max.

B) Rows 6-8’ apart

C) Trellising is important so canes do not flop
Site and Soil:

1) Full sunlight sheltered from direct winds

2) Good air circulation and well drained soil

3) Perform well on most mineral soils that are moderately fertile and easily cultivated

4) Deep, sandy loam high in organic matter is ideal
Pruning: (critical for disease abatement)

1) Summer bearing raspberries

          A) At planting cut back to 6”-12” stem

               B) In Spring or Summer cut out/thin all canes, 3-4 canes per 

                    running foot (take out diseased and weak canes)               

               C) In Fall take out bearing canes (allows nutrients to go down                        
            canes)
                  D) In Spring “tip off” all canes (15-25%)
     2) Fall bearing raspberries

               A) Cut to ground early Spring (March)! Don’t do it too late.

     B) Summer canopy management for air circulation
          (prune out  small canes)
Mulch: 
1) Summer: leaves, grass clippings (2-3”)

2) Fall: mulch after the soil warms up/July 1

Fertilization: (use green manure crops or other organic matter before                 starting)       
1) If organic matter not added, use 10-10-10 at 20#/1,000 sq.ft. before planting 
2) In June, 2-3# lawn fertilizer/100 ft. row

3) Second year and beyond, 1#  lawn fertilizer/100 ft. row before growth begins
