Strawberries
Cultivars:
1) Junebearing: bears one large crop each year mid June to early July, will be productive 3-6 years
2) Everbearing: bears a small early Summer crop and may fruit one or more additional times until the first heavy freeze, replace plants every other year

Planting:
1) Place plants in a row and allow runners to root at random within the row until they form a solid mat, limit the row width to 12-15” and maintain between-row spacing at about 36”
2) Remove blossoms first year to promote root and plant growth
Site and Soil:
1) Choose a convenient location in full sun
2) Avoid low spots where water often stands

3) A sandy loam is ideal, offering good drainage with adequate water-holding capacity

4) Avoid poorly drained soils

Mulching:
1) Between rows and under plants: marsh hay, leaves, grass clippings or pine needles

2) Stops soil from splashing on berries and avoids certain diseases
Watering:

1) Once per week throughout the growing season if no rain

Fertilizer:

1) Use 10-10-10 at 20#/1,000 sq. ft.
2) After planting 2-4 weeks, 1#/100 ft. row of lawn fertilizer

3) First year and beyond: mid-August 1-2 #/100 ft. row lawn fertilizer

Winter mulch: 
1) Apply late Fall before temperature reaches 10 degrees F.

2) Use same mulch as in Summer: marsh hay, leaves, grass clippings or pine needles

Spring frost protection for blossoms:

1) Floating row cover protects to 28 degrees F.

Renovation: 

1) Mow plants down right after picking (disease control and stimulates production)
2) Thin plants to one every 6-12 inches

3) Narrow row to one foot or less

4) Fertilize and water
