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How To Over-winter Citrus Trees
· Container grown citrus trees can be kept on patios and decks in warm weather, then moved inside for winter to avoid freezing.
· Place the tree in partial shade for a couple of weeks prior to bringing indoors, this will help to acclimate the tree to change in lighting and temperature.
· Place the tree in a southern exposure.
· The soil should be kept moist but not soggy.  Deep less frequent watering are best.  Once or twice a week.
· Mist foliage once or twice a week during the winter, citrus like the humidity.
· Citrus trees are heavy nitrogen feeders.  Use a 2-1-1 ratio.  Slow release fertilizers work well.
· Citrus may be pruned in early spring.  Pinch back new growth for a fuller tree.  Leggy branches indicate the need for more light.
· When all danger of frost has passed, acclimate the tree again by placing it outdoors in light shade for about 2 weeks, your tree can then be placed in a sunny location to enjoy for the summer.
